13 With exceptions painting tends to be much bigger, more formal, and more colorful and take more time to complete than drawings.

14 Early paints came from both pigments from plants, and deposits of minerals, clay and charred woods.

15 Paint’s main components: Pigment / Binder / Vehicle
16 A binder mixes with the pigment to hold the pigment to the surface.

Acrylic – Plastic polymer
